2. Activities accomplished since last MASFAA Board Meeting:
Since our last Board Meeting, the Local Arrangements Committee has held one teleconference (March 5, 2009). We currently have teleconferences set up for every five to six weeks.
The charity for our conference will be Second Harvest Heartland. This charity is large enough that it covers the entire Midwest so it will touch many lives in our Midwest region. We will also have a second charity which will be collecting used eyeglasses for the Lions Recycle for Sight program. We will not be donating any monetary gifts to the Lions program.  

The Charity Committee plans to advertise these charities beginning in April to allow time for people to plan ahead and collect used eyeglasses for the Lions Recycle for Sight program. This program will tie in nicely with our “Time To Refocus” theme.
3.  Activities planned, not yet completed:
The committee is still working on finalizing our meal menus; working with the Program Committee regarding the program time line; President’s Reception; MASFAA Past President luncheon; morning walk; Registration details; Student Success Story; among other items.  Our Vendor Committee is working closely with Donor Development in regards to advertising to lenders to purchase a booth at the conference.  We are ahead of schedule on all of our planning for the fall conference which is because we have excellent sub-committee chairs.
4.  Approved Budget Breakdown and Actual Expenditures to Date: 
The Local Arrangements Committee’s budget allows for $10,000 for committee meeting expenses and $150,000 for conference expenses.  To date, the committee has spent $386.38 for committee meeting expenses and $1,962.80 for conference planning.
