2. Activities accomplished since last MASFAA Board Meeting:


Conference Program Committee met informally for lunch on Tuesday at the Cincinnati conference.  This was a good meet and greet time.  During Oct & Nov, with the help of Michelle Saigh, Nichole Lien and others, we purchased the Event Management System from ATAC that allows members to submit interest session proposal forms on-line and will be an invaluable tool for posting the conference schedule on the web as well as developing the printed program.  We went live with the on-line proposal form on December 1st and have gotten 54 submissions to date.  Our first official in-person meeting was January 15-16, 2009 in Grant Rapids to continue planning for the 2009 conference to be held in Minneapolis, MN on October 18-21, 2009.
