1. Call to Order:  President Rick Shipman called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.

Remarks:  Rick thanked the Michigan Student Financial Aid Association for their reception and nice evening held on Monday.

2. Secretary’s Report:  Secretary Lori Vedder noted that members should take advantage of their membership and visit the MASFAA website often to review the reports and minutes posted following the three board meetings held each year.  This will assist in keeping members aware of what is happening in MASFAA throughout the year.  Minutes were distributed from the 2008 Annual Business meeting held in Cincinnati, OH.  A call for any corrections or additions was made.  No corrections or additions were noted.  Rick called for a motion to approve business meeting minutes from 2008.  Motion made by Diane Fleming, seconded by Candy Frazier.  Motion carried and minutes approved as presented.

3. Finance Report:  Vice-President Lois Mulbrook noted that the Board voted to change the membership year to January through December.  When participants registered for the conference the option to pay for the new calendar year membership of Jan 2010-11 was available.    Minnesota attendees were allowed to not pay the 2008-09 membership dues to attend this year’s conference.  The thought was the result in higher attendees would offset the loss of membership dues.  MASFAA appreciates Minnesota’s agreement to cancel their fall conference.    Lois noted that money was saved by not paying to conduct an annual audit.  It was approved at the January Finance meeting that the Delegates at Large would review the books and the CPA would be paid to complete the tax return.  

4. Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Jeff Pethick distributed the Balance Sheet and Profit and Loss sheet to the membership. Jeff extended a thank you to Lois Mulbrook and Jason Reinohl for their efforts and support over the past year.  Going into the year it was thought MASFAA would have to decrease their assets by $72k, to invest in the conference and Summer Institute.  However, at this time they have only decreased by approximately $6k.  Rick called for a motion to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion made by Mark Holysz to accept, Susan Fischer seconded.  No discussion.  Motion carried and report approved as presented.

5. Membership:  Membership Chair, Aaron Steffens noted that membership stood at 1068 last year and currently stands at 1220 total.  He and Rick worked with a marketing intern to assist in improving our membership.  A brochure and Facebook page were created.  The brochure will be shared with State Presidents to be distributed to the state level memberships.    A survey will be distributed this winter to members.  If members have not renewed their membership status for 2010 they may do so at this time on the webpage.

6.  Nominations and Elections Report:  Past President Diane Fleming encouraged members to step up and serve on a MASFAA committee or in an office if asked to have their name placed on next year’s ballot.
