2. Activities accomplished since last MASFAA Board Meeting:


The Conference Program Committee met informally October 18th, 1:30pm during the 2009 Minneapolis conference.  The Committee used this time as an opportunity to meet one another face-to-face and hear an assessment from the 2009 Program Committee Chair, Cappy Breuer.  The Committee discussed session tracks, divided into sub-committees and set a meeting schedule including three conference calls and one face-to-face in January.  The Program Committee Chair attended the Local Arrangements Committee meeting on October 20th and provided an update from the October 18th Program Committee meeting.
