Activities accomplished since last MASFAA Board Meeting:

The Association hosted its 5th Annual College Goal Sunday program throughout the State. 2,725 attendees (1,393 families were served) over a 2 day period (Feb. 21-22,). There were 399 volunteers participating at 25 sites. 

The Association participated in a statewide Gap Analysis that aims to identify who is providing and who is being served by the current access and pre-college initiatives. The survey went to over 200 programs and providers in the State and the response rate was almost 40%.

Overall Association membership has increased since 2009 (429 v. 399). 84 new members joined in 2009, Associate membership is down (68 v. 88). 

Executive Committee elections were held in March. 

The Association hosted its Spring Conference at the Blue Harbor Resort in the Sheboygan. Nearly 200 members attended the 2 ½ day conference. We were honored to have Jim Brooks, MASFAA President and Jason Crowley, MASFAP President join us.
