2. Activities accomplished since last MASFAA Board Meeting:

a. Attended the IASFAA Spring Conference in Des Moines, IA on April 7th and 8th, 2011.

b. Confirmed conference sites and set registration fee for Fall 2011 Conference:  Registration Fee set at $140; location will be the Charleston House Hotel in Charleston, WV; dates October 26-28, 2011
c. Confirmed the conference site for Spring 2012 conference:  location will be Charleston House Hotel in Charleston, WV; dates April 25-27, 2012.
d. The WVASFAA Spring Conference was held in Morgantown, WV on April 20-22, 2011.  We had 90 registrants for the conference which is a very high attendance for the spring.  We were fortunate enough to have 2 Department of Education Representatives, Annmarie Weisman (Trainer) who did the Department of Education Training focusing on the October 29, 2010 Program Integrity Final Regulations; also Mark Walsh (Not-For-Profit Servicing Liaison & Default Prevention) that presented on Default Management.
